They will be joined by RPO cellist Stefan Reuss for selections that include Piano Trio in D Minor, Opus 32 (1894) by Anton Arensky, and Piano Trio in A Minor, Opus 50 (1882) by Piotr Ilych Tchaikovsky. The world class pianist makes his third CMR appearance, this time with his duo-recital collaborator, clarinetist Jon Manasse. The two musicians are also co-music directors of the Cape Cod Chamber Festival. Selections include Duo in E-flat Major for Clarinet and Piano, Opus 15 (1834) by Norbert Burgmϋller; Trio in B-flat Major for Clarinet, Cello and Piano, Opus 11 (1798) by Ludwig van Beethoven; and Quartet in G Minor for Piano and Strings, Opus 25 (1861) by Johannes Brahms.  The evening also marks the premiere performance of Dance Preludes for Violin, Clarinet, Cello and Piano (2007) by Michael Myounghoon Lee, the 2007 Young Composer’s Competition Winner sponsored by the Howard Hanson Institute for American Music.
