Katz will join the Ying Quartet in a performance of the great “Two Cello” Quintet for Strings in C Major, Op. 163 (1828), by Franz Schubert, a re-creation of their first concert performance together. The Yings will also perform Debussy’s String Quartet in G, Op. 10.
The Yings were nominated for a Grammy Award along with Paul Katz for their 2007 Telarc release of the three Tchaikovsky Quartets and the Souvenir de Florence (with James Dunham and Katz) in the Best Chamber Music Performance category. The Ying Quartet occupies a position of unique prominence in the classical music world. They combine brilliantly communicative performances with a fearlessly imaginative view of chamber music in today’s world. Now in their second decade as a quartet, the Yings have established themselves as an ensemble of the highest musical qualifications in their tours across the United States and abroad. Their performances regularly take place in many of the world’s most important concert halls, from Carnegie Hall to the Sydney Opera House. 
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Paul Katz is known to concertgoers around the world as the cellist of the Cleveland Quartet. As a member of this celebrated ensemble from 1969-1995, he appeared in all of the music capitals, great concert halls and music festivals of the world. The Cleveland Quartet also performed at the White House and on television shows including CBS Sunday Morning, NBC’s Today Show, and the Grammy Awards (the first classical musicians ever to appear on that show), and was the subject of a one-hour documentary, In The Mainstream: The Cleveland Quartet, televised across the USA and Canada. In addition to his duties as a member of the quartet, Mr. Katz has appeared as a soloist in New York, Cleveland, Toronto, Detroit, Los Angeles, and other cities throughout North America.
Chamber Music Rochester provides an opportunity for the community to hear musicians of the Rochester Philharmonic Orchestra and faculty of the Eastman School of Music as well as selected local and visiting artists, in performances of the great works of chamber music of all periods and styles.  
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
