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CHAMBER MUSIC ROCHESTER HOSTS 

AN EVENING WITH JON NAKAMATSU, NOV. 10
Chamber Music Rochester (CMR) is proud to host An Evening with Jon Nakamatsu for a special Monday performance on November 10.  The world-class pianist, making his third appearance with CMR, is joined by his special guest and duo-recital collaborator—internationally recognized clarinetist Jon Manasse.  Nakamatsu and Manasse are no strangers to chamber music --they are co-music directors of the Cape Cod Chamber Music Festival.  The evening also marks the premiere performance of Dance Preludes for Violin, Clarinet, Cello and Piano (2007) by Michael Myounghoon Lee, the 2007 Young Composers Competition Winner sponsored by the Howard Hanson Institute for American Music.  The concert takes place at the Hochstein Music School Performance Hall (50 Plymouth Ave.) at 7:30 p.m. with a pre-concert chat with the musicians at 7 p.m. Tickets are $30 each, and subscription series are also available. Rochester Philharmonic Orchestra musicians Juliana Athayde, violin; Stefan Reuss, cello; and Melissa Matson, viola join Nakamatsu and Manasse for the concert.  Other selections include Duo in E-flat Major for Clarinet and Piano, Opus 15 (1834) by Norbert Burgmϋller; Trio in B-flat Major for Clarinet, Cello and Piano, Opus 11 (1798) by Ludwig van Beethoven; and Quartet in G Minor for Piano and Strings, Opus 25 (1861) by Johannes Brahms.  
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Nakamatsu and Manasse tour throughout the United States, and the duo recently released a CD of the Brahms clarinet sonatas (harmonia mundi usa).  One of the most sought-after pianists of his generation, Nakamatsu is a frequent concerto soloist, chamber musician, recording artist and solo recitalist throughout the United States, Europe and Japan.   He is a frequent guest of the Rochester Philharmonic Orchestra, and his recent orchestral recording with the RPO featuring Gershwin’s Concerto in F and Rhapsody in Blue landed on Billboard Magazine’s Classical Top Ten.
An avid chamber musician, Manasse is the principal clarinetist of the American Ballet Theater Orchestra and the Mostly Mozart Festival Orchestra.  One of the nation’s most sought-after wind players, he has performed as guest principal clarinetist of the New York Pops Orchestra and many others.  Manasse was a top prize winner in the Thirty-Sixth International Competition for Clarinet in Munich and the youngest winner of the International Clarinet Society Competition. .A graduate of Julliard, he has been an associate professor of clarinet at Eastman School of Music since 1995, and joined the faculty of his alma mater at Julliard in 2007.
Chamber Music Rochester is a volunteer organization that provides an opportunity for the community to hear musicians of the Rochester Philharmonic Orchestra and faculty of the Eastman School of Music as well as selected local and visiting artists, in performances of the great works of chamber music of all periods and styles.
