YOUNG COMPOSER AWARDS

Chamber Music Rochester has announced the winners of its 2009 Young Composer Competitions.  They are, Joungbum Lee, an undergraduate composition major at the Eastman School of Music and Nadine Dyskant-Miller, a student of Margaret Henry at the Eastman Community Music School. 

Winner of Chamber Music Rochester’s college level competition for his Noc sec for oboe and string quartet, German-born Joungbum Lee is the recipient of a number of distinguished awards in composition, most notably a third prize in the Kyunghee University Composition Competition of 2003, first place in the Journal of Music Composition Competition for 2004 and most recently (2009) as New York State regional winner of the annual SCI/ASCAP Composers Competition.  He has enjoyed recent performances at the Hartwick Music Festival (2005), Bowdoin International Music Festival (2007), and the New York Summer Music Festival (2007), as well as several performances at the Eastman School of Music

Winner of Chamber Music Rochester’s high school level competition, home schooled junior, Nadine Dyskant Miller, of Olean, N.Y.,  has already carved a niche for herself as a flutist, performer of traditional music, and as a composer.  A member of the Rochester Philharmonic Youth Orchestra and Eastman Scholarship Flute Choir, she is also active as a performer of traditional music, particularly the music of Ireland and Quebec.  She has performed widely with the New England Folk Festival Alliance and other groups devoted to the performance of traditional music.  Her winning composition, a Trio for Violin, Viola and Cello blends these many musical interests.

Sponsored by the Hanson Institute for American Music of the Eastman School of Music, the Young Composer Competitions, now in their sixth year, promote and encourage the composition of chamber music by high school and university students from western New York. In addition to performances on Chamber Music Rochester’s concerts, Chamber Music Rochester awards a $1000 prize to the college-level and a $500 prize to the high school winners.
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
