CHAMBER MUSIC ROCHESTER ANNOUNCES 2011 COMPETITION WINNERS
 
Chamber Music Rochester is pleased to announce the winners and honorable mention recipients of its 2011 Young Composers Competitions.  There are two competitions, one at the college level and another at the high school level.
The winning composer of the college level competition is Ted Goldman of New York City, a student at the Juilliard School in New York City for his composition, A Fitful Sleep for Bass Clarinet, Violin, Viola and Cello. He will receive a cash award of $1,000 and his piece will be performed on a Chamber Music Rochester Concert in the near future.
The two honorable mention recipients for the college level competition will each receive a $100 award.  They are Dylan Mattingly, a student at Bard College Conservatory in Annandale-on-Hudson, NY, for his Love Song/Industrial Sunset for string quartet, and Max Giteck Duykers, a student at Stony Brook University, Stony Brook, NY for his Glass Blue Cleft for string quartet.  
The winning composer of the high school competition is Justin Jaramillo of Utica, New York, a student of Margaret Henry at the Eastman Community Music School for his Variations on a Theme for string quartet.  He will receive a cash award of $500 and his work will also be performed on a Chamber Music Rochester concert.
The judges have also announced two honorable mention recipients for the high school competition, both of whom will receive a $100 award.  They are Michael Lofaso of New York City, a student at Fiorello H. LaGuardia High School of Music and Arts and Performing Arts, currently studying composition with Matthew Barnson of the 3rd Street Music School Settlement for his Quartet for the Rain for string quartet, and Madeleine Vaillancourt of Setauket, NY, a student of Daniel Deutsch at the Ward Melville High School in the Three Village Central School District of Suffolk County, New York for her Chansons pour Alice for two violins.
Both Chamber Music Rochester Young Composer Competitions are co-sponsored by the Hanson Institute for American Music of the Eastman School of Music and Chamber Music Rochester.
 
Begun in 2003 as a regional high school competition, the Chamber Music Rochester Young Composer competition was expanded in 2007 to include a college level competition, and in 2011 the competitions were further expanded to their current statewide format.  Judges for this year’s competitions were particularly impressed with the level, quantity and geographical distribution of this year’s submissions, particularly noting both the skill and imagination of the submitted works.  
 
The next Chamber Music Rochester Young Composer Competitions has been scheduled for 2013.
